• Read Isaiah 60:2-3

We who have sat in darkness have seen a great light, the light of Jesus Christ, our salvation.  We give you thanks 
and praise in Jesus’ name, because He lives and reigns with you in your glory, and in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
Amen.
